Thank you for sending us the NWWAC suggestions in respect of a management strategy 
for sole in ICES divisions VIlfg. STECF1 have identified the need for a Management 
Strategy Evaluation, MSE, to evaluate the impact of the various management options 
presented. We have explored how this complex analysis can be provided; ideally the 
MSE development should be informed by the most recent ICES advice. This advice will 
issue on the 30th June. The STECF Plenary on the 4th July allows insufficient time to 
develop the MSE and to undertake evaluation of the management options.

We will re-visit the need to develop this MSE after the issue of the imminent ICES 
advice. Should the need for an MSE remain this can be developed to allow evaluation of 
all management options at the next STECF Plenary, including of course the scenarios 
you have identified.
